In addition to the Vendor’s terms formulated by the organizers of the Ontario Reptile Expo ( please refer to http://www.reptileexpo.ca/terms.html  ) the following is specific to the insect component of the event.

If selling protected species such as those on Cites list Appendix 1 please make sure you have copies of evidence of legal import into Canada ( Copies of Cites permits—it is okay to have your source’s name blocked out for the preservation of privacy-you are under no obligation to give out your suppliers names and addresses ) or copies of invoices if you have purchased these species from a Canadian source.  The reptile exhibitors do get checked out by Canadian Wildlife Officers at the show and there is no reason not to think that we may be checked out also.  It is also a good idea to have the permit number, country and date of issue added to the specimen beneath its data label on the pin on the underneath of the specimen.

If selling specimens for private collections specimens should be identified as to species and should have data labels on them.

A lighting source makes your display much more attractive.  There is often not enough natural light to properly highlight your specimens.

Some kind of table covering is recommended so that storage boxes, refill boxes and other items stored under the tables are hidden from frontal view.
